Fear and Trembling that leads to Joy
Acts 6:1-7 Mark 15:42-6.:8

convey to us the joy and tension caused by the death and resurrection of our Lord
and Savior Jesus Christ. The Master is absent and the community must be organized
according to His principles but without His “in person” presence. Those who have
lost a loved one can understand what that means and how difficult it is. And alt-
hough everyone understands what needs to be done next, it is not the same feeling,
2 everything is much more complicated without the Master.

¢ After Jesus’s departure to his Father’s house, questions appeared in the first Chris-
tian Community of Jerusalem, the question arose as to who should do what work in
the community, whether everyone occupies an equal position or is it at all necessary
to be equal? The apostles understood that there are different responsibilities in the
community, and that it is not so important who will do what, as it is, to carry to ful-
fill the Master’s mission to the end, and fulfill it with love. They also understood
that prayer must be a priority in the Christian Community, prayer and the preaching
about Christ's resurrection and on this basis naturally there is the need to engage in
charitable works, give help to those in need. The Christian community must be ac-
tive, alive and vibrant. The Holy Spirit is the most important gift of the Risen Lord’s love that resides in our hearts, if we
are open to grace. It is a life according to God's laws, commandments. Wisdom (The Holy Spirit) is the unifying force of
this love, a love that builds and unites.

An “Active Community” is measured not so much by its growth in numbers, but by the growth of the words of Christ in
the hearts and minds of its members. St. Luke points out in the Book of the Acts of the Apostles the importance of ac-
cepting the words of the Bible with our mind and heart, that the Word heard or read in the Good book may plow the field
of our soul, of our character. By this a Christian community is known “measured” as an active Christian community,
Church.




The apostles are the foundation of the Early Christian community “Koinonia ” but not only. In addition to the Apostles
which are undoubtedly the pillars of our faith, received from Christ and passed on to us to this day, there are examples of
great and holy women and men who, though different in origin, demonstrated important signs, virtues of a good
Christian in times of trial: Faith, faithfulness, fellowship, testimony, perseverance, hope, love. One of them was Joseph
of Arimathea, the one who requested and buried the body of our Lord.

It is amazing how, from time to time, in our Church community new "honorable counselors, who themselves have been
waiting for the Kingdom of God, come and boldly ... ask for the body of Christ" (See Mark 15:43-47). In my years at
Immaculate Conception Church and Schools I have witnessed many times those “good man and women” come to help
our Parish and School community, they appear as if by chance.

On one hand, it is the material assistance we receive for different charitable initiatives carried here and in Ukraine by our
Parish, the support of our IC Schools, the different charitable projects we carry to help Ukraine in its battle for freedom,
the Restoration of our Church, the many volunteers at our Varenyky making, Paska bread making, at our beloved
“White house”.

Volunteers at our IC Schools, our IC Schools so important and vital for our Community but, at the same time, so
misunderstood and neglected by parts of the Community and also religious ‘leaders’, but because of the few good,
honorable men and women, are resilient in their service to the most vulnerable Body of Christ, our children. But it is also
and most importantly, conversion to Christ and “literally” the search for the "body of Christ”, which is the Holy
Eucharist. Parish communities are form and modeled around such honorable people, and thanks to them those
communities also grow.

Loyalty is one thing but life, you say, dictates its own. And indeed, the Myrrh-bearing Women were frightened, and “the
women came out and ran away from the tomb because they were frightened out of their wits, and they said nothing to
anyone, for they were afraid”” Mk 16:8. However, time passed, there was good will and love in them, the night brought
peace and calm, they could not forget the words heard "He has Risen”! And that naturally led them to the next step, their
mission, to be witnesses of his resurrection. They went and announced to the apostles that Christ had risen, and they had
seen Him.

This is a great lesson. It is given to all of us. This announcement about the resurrection has a message to all people of
good will, there is an open opportunity to all of us, the message is that all those who in their actions demonstrate love for
our Lord will also rise, will also experience the Resurrection. Spring brings with it the colors of life, nature’s resurrection
after the winter. May the Myrrh-bearing Women serve as role models to all of us in these difficult times, let them give us
confidence, courage, faith, hope as we fight for our freedom, and all other evils which divide us, afflict us, put us against
each other, make us feel “fear and trembling”.

Let us always remember that even when fear gets to us, like it did to the Myrrh-bearing Women, our faith in the Risen
Lord will bring us peace and hope, his victory over death reminds us of our victory to come «Do not be afraid, for |
know that you seek Jesus who was crucified. He is not here, for he has risen, as he said. Come, see the place where he
lay» .
